Shearing edges (blades) should be maintained in good condition, be distortion free and correctly
adjusted.

Working parts should be well lubricated and the blades free of rust and dirt.

Ensure no slip/trip hazards are present in workspaces and walkways.

Sufficient space must exist around the machine to prevent accidental contact with others.
Familiarise yourself with and check all machine operations and controls.
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OPERATIONAL SAFETY CHECKS

v" Never use bench shears for cutting metal that is beyond the machine’s capacity with respect to
thickness, shape, or type.

Material should be properly supported during cutting and industrial type gloves should be worn to
protect the hands.

Use supports for long material — signpost if a tripping hazard.

Manual handling tasks should be assessed and appropriate procedures put in place.

Hold material securely to prevent it tilting during the cut.

Ensure fingers and limbs are clear before operating the bench shears.

machinery. Machinery may cause serious injury if
not correctly used.

. Always use correct hearing protection when

operating machinery. Machinery noise may cause
permanent hearing damage.

. Wear correct Clothing. At all times remove all loose

Use correct amperage extension cords.
Undersized extension cords overheat and lose
power. Replace extension cords if they become
damaged.

. Keep machine well maintained. Keep blades

sharp and clean for best and safest performance.
Follow instructions when lubricating and changing
accessories.

Keep machine well guarded. Make sure guards
on machine are in place and are all working
correctly.

Do not overreach. Keep proper footing and
balance at all times.

Secure workpiece. Use clamps or a vice to

hold the workpiece where practical. Keeping the
workpiece secure will free up your hand to operate
the machine and will protect hand from injury.

Check machine over before operating. Check
machine for damaged parts, loose bolts, Keys and
wrenches left on machine and any other conditions
that may effect the machines operation. Repair and
replace damaged parts.

Use recommended accessories. Refer to
instruction manual or ask correct service officer
when using accessories. The use of improper
accessories may cause the risk of injury.

Do not force machinery. Work at the speed and
capacity at which the machine or accessory was
designed.

Use correct lifting practice. Always use the
correct lifting methods when using machinery.
Incorrect lifting methods can cause serious injury.

Lock mobile bases. Make sure any mobile bases
are locked before using machine.

Allergic reactions. Certain metal shavings and
cutting fluids may cause an ellergic reaction in
people and animals, especially when cutting as the
fumes can be inhaled. Make sure you know what
type of metal and cutting fluid you will be exposed
to and how to avoid contamination.

Call for help. If at any time you experience
difficulties, stop the machine and call you nearest
branch service department for help.

Manual Hand Shear Safety Instructions

Machinery House
requires you to read this entire Manual before using this machine.

. Maintenance. Make sure all moving parts are
locked down before any inspection, adjustment or
maintenance is carried out. Place a block of timber
between the blades to save blades from shearing
hands or fingers.

. Hand Shear Condition. Hand Shear must be
maintained for a proper working condition. Never
operate a Hand Shear that has damaged or worn
parts. Scheduled routine maintenance should
performed on a scheduled basis.

. Blade Condition. Never operate a Hand Shear
with a damaged or badly worn blades. Replace if
required.

. Hand Hazard. Keep hands and fingers clear from
moving parts. Serious injury can occur if hand or
finger tips come between blades.

. Personal Protection. Gloves are recommended
when handling the workpieces.

. Authorized and trained personnel. The machine
must be operated by authorized and trained
personnel. The shear is designed to be operated be
a single user. Using the machine with more than one
operator is forbidden, except for certain maintenance
situations.

. Work area hazards. Keep the area around the Hand
Shear clean from oil, tools, objects & chips. Pay
attention to other persons in the area and know what
is going on around the area to ensure unintended
accidents.

8. Guards, Support, Guides. Do not operate Hand
Shears without the correct guards, supports or
guides in place. Necessary guards, supports and
guides protect you from injuries by the shear blades.

9. Material. Material must NOT be hardened ceramic
or glass-originated, non flat metals (at origin) e.g.
rods, bars, tubes & pipes.

10. Blade gap adjustment. Do NOT operate the
machine without proper blade gap adjustment
according to sheet thickness.

11. Warning Labels. Take note of any warning labels
on the machine and do not remove them.

12. Operation. During the shearing process, the
workpiece may slide or move unexpectedly.
Therefore, the material must be handled carefully.

13. Level machine. Level the machine on a flat
concrete surface by using a spirit level.

14. Hearing protection and hazards. Aiways wear
hearing protection as noise generated from
machine and workpiece can cause permanent
hearing loss over time.

15. Gall for help. If at any time you experience
difficulties, stop the machine and call you nearest
branch service department for help.
