Confirmation of components: Before assembling, please confirm all parts arrived and are in good order.

Site for assembly: Please assembile it on the soft floor such as smooth carpet and flannel blanket. When you
assemble on wooden floor, please put thin towels on the floor.

Points for attention when assembling: Please wear gloves to ensure that it can be assembled safely, and use
two persons to help in the assembly process.

SAFETY INFORMATION

1. Persons other than professionals should not disassemble, repair or modify the product.

Keep children, infants and pregnant women away from installation places.

Center securely within lip on top of roller cabinet.

Do not lift while loaded.

Do not place objects on top or hang objects off side.
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4. Place on top of matching roller cabinet only.
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Evenly distribute load from bottom up. Uneven loading causes tipping. Be aware of dynamic loading!
Sudden movement may briefly create excess load causing tipping.

8. Do not overload and make sure all drawers are closed and locked when moving.

9. Do not open more than one drawer at a time and make sure tools are evenly distributed inside.

10. Do not perform welding, hammering or disassembly work on top plate.

2. Unlock and Prepare:
Using the keys provided, unlock the tool chest. Align the foam liners inside each drawer to ensure they
are properly positioned.

Lifting and Positioning:
The tool chest weighs 120 kg, so it is important to use proper lifting techniques. Ensure you have
assistance or appropriate lifting equipment to move it into its final position.
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DRAWER OPERATION

Removing the drawers

¢ Unlock the safety latch and fully extend the
empty drawer.

® Push up the one release lever while pulling
down on the other release lever.

e Pull the drawer outward until it is released
from the drawer slide.

MAINTENANCE

1. Wheel maintenance: Grease the wheels annually using high-quality bearing grease.

Re-inserting the drawers
¢ Extend the drawer slides.

¢ [nsert the brackets on each side of the drawer
into the slots in the slides, being careful that
they are properly positioned.

® Once properly inserted, completely close
the drawer to set the slides in their proper
positions and make sure you go all the way
in to engage the safety lock system.

2. Drawer maintenance: Lubricate the slides semi-annually with high-quality bearing grease.
